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BIFF’s Audience Favourite

The Audience Choice Award, which is voted on by filmgoers, was won by Looking for Eric directed by Ken Loach. The film was the closing night film for the 13th edition of the Bermuda International Film Festival. 

Loach, a veteran director, whose previous work has won top awards at the Cannes, Berlin and Venice film festivals, was most recently honoured with a Lifetime Achievement Award at the European Film Awards in 2009.

This year BIFF also featured a World Cinema Showcase, several Special Presentation films, a BIFF Kids (children’s films) segment, competition sections for first- and second-time film directors as well as creators of short films, five films from Bermuda filmmakers and a focus on films from Turkey. New this year was the ‘festival within a festival’ comprising films of the Africa World Documentary Film Festival.

The 2010 festival featured 103 films from 42 countries.

Created as a non-profit organisation in 1997, the Bermuda International Film Festival seeks to advance the love of independent film from around the world, and create a community welcoming to filmmakers and filmgoers.
